Just some quick tips to help out our 
turtle friends! If you see a turtle in 

the road, if you can, safely pull over. 
Gently move it to the side of the 

road in the direction it was going. If 
possible, wear gloves or use a 

towel. Tip: to avoid fatal turtle shell 
damage, when mowing, set your 

lawnmower on the highest setting.
